A Message from Richard Clough, President of the Board of Directors 
 
As Pride is now past, the Barony will be shortly preparing for the next major corporate 
event, the annual election for board members. The nominations are taken at the August 
membership meeting, where the nominees must be present to accept, with balloting and 
speeches at the September meeting. The newly elected officers will take office in Octo-
ber.  
To be eligible to vote, you must be a member for at least 3 months prior to election day. 
That means, if you have not renewed your membership from last year, ending May 31st, 
by September, you will lose your voting rights, so be sure to get that done.  
Candidates must have lived in the realm for at least 1 year as of the date of nomination, 
be a legal resident of the US, have been a member in good standing for at least 6 
months prior to nomination, and have a strong working knowledge of the ICS.  
As we will be making many bylaw and protocol changes in the coming months to ad-
dress our elevation to Empire status, the above items may change. I encourage all 
members to take a look at these documents and proposed changes to them. It is always 
an interesting read.

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CANDIDATE STATEMENTS 

Candidate for Emperor  David James  
My major priority as Monarch will be to expand 
membership of the new Empire, and of course, in-
crease charitable contributions. In order to grow, we 
need to turn our attention to other areas.
